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After the shock of the
earthquake, residents
have had to face
extreme conditions of
survival.



A first phase of coordination
with the VDCand selectionof
beneficiariesamongthe most
vulnerable and most affected
required a highlight
investment time / work /
diplomacy

We had to avoid political
recovery attempts, and
already at this stage, it was
necessaryto acturgently.

The choice of locations was
difficult, especially  for
beneficiaries who had no
land.
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When the rains came,
the construction of
most of the 100 first
shelters were
sufficiently advanced
for the beneficiary
families to leave their
makeshift tents and
settled under their
new roofs, but all was
not finished, especially
floors and coatings
mud. For the 65
additional families, the
building took place
during the rains,
according to the
clouds, always in a
hurry.
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
